Pilot Vegas Savings Venture 

 

Who wants to go to Vegas!!   Convention is fun, fun, fun.  We get to learn what Pilots just like us all over the world have been doing 

to promote their clubs, and we get to learn more about our international organization.  We also know that many times cost is the rea-

son Pilots choose not to go to convention.  So, we have come up with a way to help you get there. 

 

We have estimated expenses for the July 2012 Las Vegas Pilot International Annual Meeting and Leadership Conference.  Begin-

ning with our August meeting, we will begin the Convention Savings Plan.  Just like a Christmas Club, you can make regular contri-

butions to this plan, then when it’s time to start paying for the convention, most of your costs will have been paid for!

If something happens and you are not able to attend, you will get back all your 

money.  This is a savings plan for you, not a moneymakers for the club.  If you choose to contribute a different amount, that’s o.k., 

too.  More or less, whatever you feel comfortable with, we’re just trying to make it easier for you. 

 

We talked to many clubs at convention, and other clubs do similar things for their members, to make it easier to attend.  And face it, 

Las Vegas is fun!
